Public Comments

The commission was informed of the resignation of Joan Smith. Discussion followed as to the selection of a replacement and the members were asked to recommend candidates and send the information to Ald. Thomas. We are in particular seeking representation from Ward One. Chairperson Glenda Jungers requested that Ald. Thomas try to bring candidates and recommendations to the next meeting of the commission.
Alderman Thomas announced the opening of the new Menard’s Megastore would take place on April 9th.

Some discussion of the possibility of members of this commission being invited to attend a VIP pre-opening celebration and Ald. Thomas was asked to seek information in that regard.

Items of Discussion

Discussion of the upcoming Senior Fair hosted at St. Peters was begun and an important change in the timing was discussed. Due to a scheduling conflict the fair will be held on Saturday, November 9, 2013 and everyone was reminded to get this information to everyone well in advance since it is a month later than our usual event. General discussion of the ‘layout’ of the St. Peters facilities is much more open, organized and appealing than the O’Fallon City Hall.
