E. Alderman Thomas Recommendations/Comments 
a. If the City of St. Peters could achieve a 50% recycle rate among constituents, the 

City could offer residents 6 months free trash service each year. 
b. The Board could recommend the Aldermen draft a Resolution to be submitted to 

the State of Missouri. 
i. This Resolution would recommend that the State of Missouri implement a 

digital tracking system on all pharmaceutical prescriptions (i.e. a drug-
monitoring system). 

ii. After a brief discussion, a motion to recommend the Aldermen draft stated 
Resolution was approved, with one “nay” vote. Tanner moved; John 
seconded.
