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SEASON/ANNUAL PASS:

Archery Permit valid Jan. 1 — Dec. 31

Fishing/Lake Permit valid March 1 — Nov. 30
The lake is closed to fishing and boating December through February.

Permit fees will not be prorated. A permit that is issued at time of purchase includes
a waiver that is valid for the term of the permit.
The permit will not be replaced if lost or stolen; a new pass must be purchased.

City of St. Peters ordinances apply as well as City of St. Peters park, lake and
archery rules. The rules are posted and enforced at all times.
Permit privileges may be revoked if rules are violated.

Permit holder must present permit once per day at Ranger Check-in Station prior to use.
Be prepared to present a photo ID upon request.

Park hours are sunrise to sunset. Use of park amenities may be restricted due to
special events, severe weather, maintenance, or other reasons as decided by the City.
