Recommendation: Based on careful review, I recommend the 2020 St. Peters Rec-Plex 
Improvements - 50 Meter Pool, Leisure Pool and Spa Refurbishment (Bid No. 20-137), be 
awarded to the low, responsive and responsible bidder, Capri Pools and Aquatics of 
Edwardsville, Illinois. Approval of this recommendation will authorize an award in the 
amount of $337,767.00. 

Funds for these improvements were authorized as part of recent a FY2020 budget adjustment 
within the Recreation Fund. 

Background: The St. Peters Rec-Plex 50 Meter Pool, Leisure Pool and Spa Refurbishment 
Project involves the resurfacing of the 50 meter competition pool, as  well as cleaning and 
re-grouting of the perimeter pool deck and side tile along the 50 meter pool, and the 
leisure pool and spa. This work is consider part of the base bid (Bid Items 1-11) 
The project scope includes three Alternative Bid Items: 

• Remove and Replace decking that is part of a movable floor structure installed in 
the 50 meter pool, 

• Replacement of pool lighting  
• Replacement of spa pumps, filters and related systems. 

On April 2, 2020, two (2) bids were received and opened for the 2020 St. Peters Rec-Plex 
Improvements - 50 Meter Pool, Leisure Pool and Spa Refurbishment (Bid No. 20-137) 
After reviewing the bids it was found both bidders were unable to provide a complete bid for 
Bid Alternate 3 (design, removal and replacement of movable floor decking). It was also 
determined that the bids provided for Alternate Bid 1 (supply, removal and replacement of 
pool lighting) was not too costly for the intended benefit. Therefore bids were evaluated 
based on the Base Bid Items (1-11) and Bid Alternate 2 (removal and replacement of spa 
systems). On the following page is a summary of bids received for these items.

Capri is a well-respected pool 
contractor with experience constructing and operating large municipal and commercial 
indoor and outdoor aquatic recreational facilities. Capri pools has the staff, equipment and 
resources to complete the project as specified. 
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
